The “Food Security for Single Destitute Women and Their Children in West Singhbhum, Jharkhand” is a joint initiative by Shramajivi Mahila Samity and Niwano Peace Foundation South Asia Program (Japan). The project has been started on April 2010 in 4 blocks of East Singhbhum district for a period of 3 years.
The single women, commonly widows, destitute, separated, spinsters in the target area are facing number of problems in every fields of social, political, economical, legal and the effect of these problems are day by day increasing. Poverty is the biggest problems of the households are headed by aged, widowed and destitute women with no assured means of economic support. They survive depending on informal activities such as gathering food from the village commons, making baskets, selling minor forest produce and unorganized daily wages labour. After their full day’s toil labour and tiredness they could hardly earn paisa for  two square meals a day for their children, At times they do rest in empty stomach just to pass the awful night. The single women have to continuously strive to access her right to food, security, shelter, employment and medicine. They lead a life of worries, stresses and loneliness. The single women has to bear the brunt of maintaining herself, her dependent children and other dependents, safety and security of her own self and children, right to property, custody of the children, prevention of torture and insult and social maligning etc. Their children are hunger prone; they become child labour exploited and vulnerable, female children are sold out for meager amount. 

The need of the baseline study is to know the actual status of the single women in the area on parameters such as access to and benefits from entitlements, (a) realization of quota on Welfare Scheme, (b) NREGS-based optimum employment realization, (c) education & health services, (d) social security and (e) land issues and (f) basic human rights etc. The survey focused on identifying hunger-prone Women headed families. At the end of the survey hunger and poverty was identified.

This baseline surveys will guide the path to ensure food security and hunger check that will serve as a small step towards poverty alleviation and a database will be developed on the key findings as directions for future reference to the Govt. authorities.

The girls in our country are got married at best at the age of 14-18 years in rural set though as per law of the land marriage should be minimum 18 years of age in case of girls. 
As per age old facts, normally we found ‘single women’ when a women become ‘Widow’ due to husband’s death after marriage. But today due to the influence of modernization and urbanization even in rural areas the number of single women increased i.e. widow, rural divorce (divorce not exclusively as per law), legal divorcee, ousted by the husband and aged unmarried (girls not being married due to different reasons). 

As far as definition is concerned, when a woman alone or with her siblings become dependent on herself to maintain livelihood and other needs with her own income from various sources as head of the family is treated as a ‘Single Women’.    
So from the definition we can understand the vulnerability of the single women when no male person is there as a guardian/head in such a family. In our severely male dominated society, other relatives, community people, local influential people are trying the exploit those single women in various ways from their rights of housing, land, family resources and so on. In number of cases they are even sexually exploited. Most of the cases such women are forced to back to parent’s house and few cases women committed suicide even.  

In India, according to the 2001 census, nearly 8% of women are "Single". This includes widows and divorced or separated women but not women who have never been married. Block wise caste wise population: 
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In Chainbasa ST single women are majority, in Chakradharpur OBC are the majority & ST in is next to that, In Monoharpur again STs are majority, in Sonua only SC is the highest and OBC is next to that. 

Figure – Type of Single Women: 
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As far as type of single women is concerned widows are the highest percentage and surprisingly the aged unmarried are the next to that even it is a rural area. 
Findings: 
As far as the Major Findings are concerned i.e. the survey has been done with 4216 single women families out of which 48% are STs, 17% SCs, 31% OBCs, 3% General and 1% others as far as caste composition is concerned. So, the majority of the single women are from ST, SC and OBC communities in the area. The majority of schedule caste single women are deprived of their basic rights for survival and development. In Chaibasa ST single women are majority, in Chakradharpur OBC are the majority & ST in is next to that, In Monoharpur again STs are majority, in Sonua only SC is the highest and OBC is next to the ST. As far as type of women are concerned, widow are 71%, aged unmarried are 22%, Divorce/Separated are 5%, disabled 1% and others are negligible.  It has been found form the above data that widows are the majority of the victims as a single woman. Illiteracy among the single women is the majority i.e. 92% where as literate only 8%. After their full day’s toil labour and tiredness they could hardly earn paisa for  two square meals a day for their children, At times they do rest in empty stomach just to pass the awful night. The single women have to continuously strive to access her right for food, security, shelter, employment and medicine. A report on Single Women reveals that they are labeled mad without any concern for their worries, stresses and loneliness. Destitute households tend to be socially invisible and deprived of community support.

The other problems of the women are i.e. (i) the husbands thrown out of the houses even with children without any legal divorce; (ii) widowed at an early age with 2-4 children; (iii) the widows are confined to her house and was not allowed to go out or meet anybody to express her problems; (iv) forced to wear white clothes and vegetarian food and so on. Moreover, they are not accepted anywhere after they become single, even by their own family. Though, it is not of their fault that they are single.  

As the Indian society is progressing, the single women are tried to get out of this situation, united locally, regionally and nationwide, raise their voice against atrocities and exploitation, demand for justice from the state authorities. They are trying to give meaning to their lives and also to lives of those who are going through the same travails. 

Such single women are united under the aegis of ‘Ekal Nari Shakti Sanghthan’ (ENSS) in their respective area, state and at the country level. They have formed National level Forum also to fight for the Single Women’s Rights. This forum will represent the voices of these single women and help the nation and the government to realise their problems. Now, the Forum is a nationwide network of around 50,000 single women above across the nation. This includes widows, separated, divorced, unmarried mothers, women whose husbands are missing and also single women living with HIV/ AIDS. The forum is not only voices the economic, social rights of women but also helps them to get employment and self-employment.

So, the forum wants the government to issue ration cards to poor single women, provide them free of cost medical aid and also help them financially, especially those who have to look after their children all by themselves.
Shramajivi Mahila Samity, as a local organization has been working for the benefits of the local single women since its beginning through implementation different projects in Jharkhand states. Through this project, the organization has set the objective to ensure Food Security for 5000 Single Destitute Women and Their Children in West Singhbhum district of Jharkhand.  
Moreover, the other objective is to establish the identity of the single women at the state and national level and represent their issues. They aim to develop leadership of single women at the local level to bring about a change in the societal and political perspective regarding single women. 
1.4. Organization learning to conduct baseline: 

During the past two years Shramajivi Mahila Samity has formed a Block Level Single women Association in four Blocks and a District Level Committee has been formed for advocacy and lobbying purpose. The purpose of forming the Association & Committee is to focus on empowering those women in accessing the food right, the decision making process for equitable access to rights on resources, identity and property. The other purpose is to access and participation in government programmes, availing the land right, accessing the community resource and benefits pertaining to MGNREGA & other Social Welfare Schemes in favour of the single women for their survival and progress in the society with dignity. 
Since the inception of Shramajivi Mahila Samity has been working for the rights of the single women was one such socially excluded group that was the most neglected unreachable, unthinkable and the ostracized group in the  entire social setup. Hence during the last two years SMS became more sensitive and accountable as a CSO towards the single women.
The focus of SMS has always been the all round upliftment of the single women though it emphasizes more on two aspects of single women i.e. Organisation Building and Advocacy. The endeavor has been towards organisation building as the CSO feels that the association building and togetherness spirit of the single women will boost up their confidence and strengthen then as a unit to exercise their right to dignity, right to self-esteem, right to access their fundamental and constitutional rights and right to fight against disparity & evils against themselves. Hence organisation building and uniting the single women to different forums be it the block level and district level has been ongoing.
Another aspect which has been taken care of is the advocacy of the single women on leadership building and awareness generation. Advocacy and lobbying includes awareness generation on issues pertaining to their betterment, legal laws pertaining to their rights and entitlement aspects. Presently SMS has been instrumental in concentrating only in 2 blocks of the West Singhbhum district. However the effort has been successful in mobilizing the single women towards their empowerment and leadership buildings so that, they can strive to survive in the most ordeal circumstances thereby shed their miserable condition and join the mainstream as an enabled and dignified individual. They learn to respect their individuality and humanity.
This SMS’s contribution has been specific only in the two aforesaid issues of single women. It had its own limitations dealing with manifold issues of single women due to the available information, data, support and economic assistance available at its behest was not sufficient enough. However food security through right based approach and empowerment is a new issue for the single women that SMS is keen to and interested to work for with your support and guidance. Hence more or less it is a new project for the organisation. 

2. Objectives of the baseline survey

· To asses their status and position of single women in target area

· To asses food security level in single women

· To Study utilization of land holding if any for livelihood

· To understand the food, health & education services for them

· To validate the accessibility of other Govt. social security schemes

· To confirm the land holdings by the single women for housing & agriculture production

· To know the basic human rights status

· To review the hunger and poverty status

· To inculcate the scope for poverty alleviation 

· To develop a database as directions towards project implementation

· To share the status of the single women at the block, district and state level for consensus building and mass-sensitization.

Further, the baseline survey and its findings will trace out and analysis their true position be it economic, social, political or cultural. It was conducted in such a way that their life style, living conditions, social dignity and economic captivity surface out and the exposure leads to the problem areas. 

2.2. Methodology – meeting, group discussion, interview,
· Survey of Individual single women in the target area  

· Review of existing data, information & report 

· Secondary data collection & review

· Observation report of field trips

· Meeting with various stakeholders, GB & staff

2.3. Study Process 

The Chief Functionary of Shramajivi Mahila Samity was responsible for the survey design and the overall supervision for survey. The survey has been conducted by the project staff. The data tabulation has done by an external expert. The final report also has been done by an external expert. 

The project staff trained on data collection method and supervised by the Chief Functionary in collecting and compiling the village/area based data. The data analysis was also done by the External expert of the consulting agency. 

The data collection of the survey was carried out from Sept. 2010 till Dec. 2010 in the villages with a total single woman of about 5216 in 4 blocks of the district. 

2.4. Sample design
The  study  used  total sampling  methods   to  collect  information  from  respondents   of  the single women in 4 blocks of West Singhbhum district. Individual single women survey technique was used to collect the data & information and sample type as random sample.  

2.4.1. Sample size

Total sample size was 4216 and the target respondents i.e. single women and their family members as common witnesses. Single women above 18 years to 65 years above of age were considered in the sample. The sample size for the above mentioned categories is as below.

2.4.2. Research Tools

Questionnaire- This questionnaire was administered to single women above 18 years to 65 years above of age. The questionnaires were prepared in a manner to elicit answers about food security, other issues and threats of single women in the target area.

Only 8% having savings and 92% single left from any savings. Today all we know that, savings is one the key source of strength of each individual and family. As the single women don’t have adequate income, bank, post office are far away, moreover savings attitude is not prevailing among the single women. So, savings habit needs to be grow for rest of the women.

4. Observation: 

During the baseline study it has been observed that, 90% of the respondents are keen to share their experience and agonies to the researchers which make them free in minds and heart after sharing the facts. They also share with a hope that definitely some intervention could be done for them when so much of enquires and questions asked to them. Only 10% are found in shyness, fear and avoiding saying that, hey have urgent job at home. So here the learning is that, most of the single women wants to come out of the sufferings with the help of other form a sort of bondage. 

It has been also observed that they are not only subjected to domestic violence but also victims of social discrimination and community exclusion owing to their single hood. It is a saddening fact that they do not possess housing facilities either, hence few single women are compelled to dwell in open field areas, hence their correct and proper addresses connote be assigned. This has deprived them to receive any govt. welfare scheme benefits and the repercussions are manifold in degrading their economic & social status. 

Further they acquire no land or property in their name. Hence they have no stable livelihood options and are subjected to annual migration. They migrate to the adjoining town areas compelled to leave behind their dependent children or force them also to work as child labour. Migration lands them to work as a daily wage labour. Farther when they remain in their villages they depend on selling forest produce in the local market which is a temporary option. They also engage as agricultural labourers is not sufficient to feed the entire dependents in her family, the children also do not get proper nourish pathetic to assume and observe that this category of single women is one such category that is ostracized from the social mainstream about which neither the govt. machinery nor the society is concerned.  

5. Factors of Vulnerability: 

· Identity crisis of the single women 

· Majority singe women are below poverty line

· Lack of employment & self-employment opportunities through the year 

· Lack of food security through the year

· Unable to demand and access entitlements & welfare schemes

· Neglected & ill treated by the community & society at large

· No assured means of economic support

· Deprived from BPL category, PDS system, ration cards in their name & deprived of permanent residents 

· Face insurmountable hardship to acquire land entitlement

· Inadequate facilities for skill development & self-help initiatives 

· Possibility of disowned from the property by the other family members/community members 

· Threats of Molestation & rape of the young single women 
· Domestic violence at the household level
6. Findings:

· The condition of poor single women is pathetic and vulnerable 

· 4216 single women are in the project area

· 1331 children are of single women families out of which 145 aged below 5 years, 603 are 6-14 years, 583 are 14-18 years

· 1022 children are attending school and 309 children are left out of school 

· 145 children attended Anganwadi center and 877 children attended primary & secondary school 

· All school going children getting mid-day meal at school 

· 92 single women migrated for job for 3 months where as 312 women migrated for 3-6 months 

· Only 276 single women having land availability where as 3940 don’t have land availability 

· 219 single women having BPL Card and 929 having Red Card

· 1251 SMS got the MGNREGA Job Card

· IYA assistance received by 421 single women and Birsa Awas Yajana by 10 women 

· 177 Old age pension, 708 widow pension, 33 social security pension, and 32 handicapped pension

· 929 Ration card, 797 Antoyadaya card and, 33 Annapurna card 

· 28 single women are in APL category which only 0.66%
· 495 single women are maintain their livelihood only from daily income & their condition are worst most, where as 2527 having only 4 months food security

· 997 single women having 5-10 months food security and only 197 women having round the year food security 
7. Recommendations: 

· Sensitization of District level officials & other Stakeholders so that all available Govt. assistance reach to the Single Women to ensure food security

· Orientation of Single women required on a sustained basis so that they can unite in groups, create pressure to the Gram Panchayet, Block & District authorities through deputation & demonstration to fulfill their needs

· All single women need individual bank account to receive the Govt. assistance through bank as well as savings of own money 

· Common Interest Groups could be promoted to meet the problems of the single women with their own at the local level and access credit facilities form bank to start income generation program

· Skill building training required for CAG members to enhance their skills of the various income generation activities. The skill on modern technology  application on crop cultivation,  vegetable cultivation, small animals raring, small trade, value addition of forest produce & marketing of products to get better price

· Training of Single women on Leadership on various govt. entitlements and schemes and rightful access of the rightful beneficiary, monitoring and control over the various govt. resources to ensure their entitlements

· Govt. Scheme specific training i.e. MGNREGA, PDS, Various pension, Housing etc. required for the single women to know the detail of the scheme so that no one will able to exploit them 

· For creation of pressure action program required like Rally, Dharna, Submission of Memorandum of Demand and Lobbing etc. 

· Linking the single women with various Govt. welfare schemes i.e. Antodoyo, Annapurna, Old age pension and Disabled pension etc. 

· Advocacy through various IEC materials on the issue to the single women as well as the wider community

· Required regular monitoring & reflection meeting with the groups to solve ongoing problems 

· Campaign on land and property Rights for Single women

· Yearly convention of the single women for sharing of best practices and achievements for motivation to others

· Organize District & State level workshop for wider advocacy for policy changes in favour of the single women  

8. Conclusion:

The single women should leave with dignity in our society as a responsible citizen of our country. Their life style, land and housing living conditions, economic capacity and food security needs to be improved.  The single women folk have to be the saved and protected from all forms of discrimination, exploitation and violence. Their children need to go school and access other facilities as described in the CRC. 

The Govt. departments have to take the responsibility so that all development inputs and welfare scheme benefits reach to them adequately and in timely manner. The local community, wider society, CSOs and the Panchayeti Raj Institution as local governance need to take the responsibility so the single women leave with dignity and ensure heir food security. 

The civil and police administration are to be sensitive enough towards the issues of single women with greater sensitivity and responsibility to protect them in their own land and properties and save from any violence/injustice. 

The single women community needs to be come together in groups/associations/forums at the village level, block level, district level, state level & national level to raise their voice and create pressure for policy changes and policy making in favour of them.
